Include Government guidance Plan B from 14" December 2021 which states
all adults who are fully vaccinated and children aged 5 to 18 years and 6
months, identified as a contact of someone with COVID-19 — whether
Omicron or not — should now take a lateral flow device (LFD) test every day
for 7 days. Children under five years old do not need to take part in daily
testing for contacts of COVID-19 and do not need to isolate. Anyone over the
age of 18 years and 6 months who is not vaccinated, must isolate in line with
government guidelines if they are a close contact of a positive case.
