We have continued to maintain and raise standards in PE and physical
activity for all our children.
e Fully timetabled use of our all-weather pitch and running track.
e Broad PE curriculum which is fun, challenging and competitive.
e High quality PE is taught across the key stages.

Lockdown resulted in numerous sporting events being cancelled.
However, the following took place:

e Every child in school (from 3 -11 year olds) took part in cross
country.

e Competitive interhouse football, netball, cricket, rounders and
sports day events.

e Daily participation in 1k-a-Day initiative for all year groups.

o Nursery and Little Earth enjoyed regular outdoor sessions.

e |nthe Summer term, Year 6 were able to access outdoor education
off site at Doe Park (climbing, canoeing and raft building) and in
Sheffield (forest games).

e Links established with Project Sport who ran fencing and archery
clubs.

Analysis of our eHNA report / survey 2021 found our Year 5 children
(currently Year 6) have taken part in a wide range of activities:

Walking (including walking the dog), Cricket, Swimming, Playing tag, tig
and other running games, Cycling, Martial Arts, Running, Rounders,
Racket sports, Gymnastics, Gym training, Football, Rugby, Netball,
Basketball, Hockey, Trampolining, Climbing, Dodgeball, Bench ball, Frisbee
& Skipping.

To research, procure and implement a new scheme of work for all areas of PE to
be implemented in the autumn term. To resource all areas of the scheme of work
and put in place a sustainable plan to update ‘best practice’ equipment over the
next 3 years.
